The existing sanitary sewer across
Lots 1 and 4 is recorded in Book 428, Page 124. The recordation information
provided on the plat must be revised. A variance request to serve the proposed
Lot 3 across Lot 4 will be needed, including the application fee and District
approval for the configuration. No service exists for Lot 2. There is a District
sewer in the frontage road on the south side of Auburn. A variance request for
approval of variance may be needed for Lot 2 for sewer service if it exceeds 100
foot in length within the right-of-way.
