Applicants must have household 

income below 125% of the federal poverty level, reside in Winnebago or Boone 

County, and plan on attending a post-secondary accredited school or training 

program located in the state of Illinois in the fall of 2013.  There is no age 

requirement.  The average scholarship award is $1,000 with multiple awards 

available.  The financial assistance is paid directly to the institution for direct costs of 

tuition and textbooks.
